Introduction To Astro-Landscape Photography
Max. 5 people.  
2 hour workshop starting at sunset (September through April only). 

Price per person per hour:  £25 - £80   depending on numbers. 

[minimum age 14.  Under 16s must be accompanied by an adult]

One for the insomniacs……….  Astro-landscape photography is about capturing landscapes at night which include elements of the night sky within the images.  We run these workshops from September through to April, making use of the darker sky conditions out in the Cotswolds.  On this 2 - 3 hour workshop we will look at how to set up and use your camera to capture beautiful night-time images.  We take you through using your equipment to undertake this form of photography successfully and help you capture some attention-grabbing astro-landscapes!  Ideally a clear sky is needed but we can run sessions in cloudier conditions albeit without the starry sky backgrounds!
Those wishing to do this workshop will ideally have access to a DSLR, mirrorless or bridge camera (or other camera that allows long time exposures to be made), plus a tripod.

Further Details

· We meet at the conference room near to the Nuttery café in Notgrove after sunset for a short introduction and safety briefing.
· The workshop takes place on foot around the Notgrove Estate.
· Participants will need the appropriate camera equipment to allow long time-exposure pictures to be taken as well as a torch, suitable warm clothing, a warm drink and snacks.
· We will go through how to set up your camera securely for trouble-free picture taking and guide you through the correct use of your camera settings and functions to allow successful low light level shooting.
· The workshop also covers photographic details such as lens choice, composition, correct exposure and (if appropriate) combining multiple images.
How To Book:  Astrophotography workshops are run on request.  We will generally need at least 48 hours notice for your booking but will do our best, although cannot guarantee, to provide short-notice requests (24-48 hours) from customers to enable you to make best use of the infrequent clear skies here in the UK. To minimise our environmental impact and respect local communities we limit our walking tours to a maximum of 4 people.
